The Gender Equality Index in Ukraine is a pioneering
analytical report that evaluates the state of gender equality
in the country, employing the established methodology of
the European Institute for Gender Equality (EIGE). This
inaugural Ukrainian Index offers a comprehensive
assessment across six pivotal domains: Work, Money,
Knowledge, Time, Power, and Health, each further divided
into sub-domains to provide nuanced insights into gender
disparities. By benchmarking Ukraine's performance against
European Union standards, the report reveals that Ukraine
scores 61.4 out of 100, positioning it 20th among 28
countries, ahead of eight EU member states.

The study underscores both advancements and persistent
challenges in achieving gender parity, highlighting areas such
as employment, income distribution, educational
attainment, time use, political representation, and access to
healthcare. It also emphasizes the importance of integrating
European principles and standards of equal opportunities
into national policies, especially in the context of Ukraine's
ongoing European integration efforts. The report serves as a
critical tool for policymakers, civil society, and international
partners, offering data-driven recommendations to enhance
gender equality and support Ukraine's alignment with EU
norms. This publication was developed by the Ukrainian
Women's Fund in collaboration with the State Statistics
Service of Ukraine, supported by the Office of the Vice Prime

overall increase in donor funding following Russia’s full-scale
invasion, the majority of WROs continue to face severe
challenges related to sustainability, autonomy, and access to
resources. The report combines survey data from over 100
organisations, 31 in-depth interviews, and secondary source
analysis to explore how funding practices—particularly the
dominance of short-term, project-based humanitarian aid—
undermine long-term gender equality efforts.

Findings reveal that while 68.9% of WROs report receiving
more funding since 2022, only a small fraction benefit from
core or multi-year support. Administrative burdens, inflexible
donor requirements, and the use of international
intermediaries diminish local organisations’ ability to
respond to real community needs. Less than 1% of
humanitarian aid reaches WROs directly, despite their
proven efficiency and essential role in crisis response.
Marginalised groups (e.g. LGBTQl+ women, women with
disabilities, ethnic minorities, and women veterans) remain
underserved, with only 12.7% of WROs receiving targeted
support.

The report offers a detailed mapping of donors and funding
flows, evaluates the impact of donor priorities on local
advocacy and institutional capacity, and outlines urgent
recommendations for more inclusive, transparent, and
sustainable funding models. It calls for a fundamental shift in
donor approaches—towards core funding, equitable
partnerships, localisation, and genuine support for feminist
leadership—to enable WROs to play a transformative role in
Ukraine’s recovery and beyond.

This rapid assessment by UN Women Ukraine examines the
immediate consequences of the suspension of U.S. financial
assistance for Ukrainian women'’s rights organizations
(WROs) in early 2025. Based on a survey of 88 organizations
and 15 in-depth interviews, the report provides a snapshot
of how the sudden withdrawal of a key donor has affected
the operational capacity, staffing, service provision, and long-
term sustainability of WROs across the country.

Findings reveal that nearly 30% of surveyed organizations
risk closing by mid-2025, while many others have already
had to scale back services, lay off staff, or pause ongoing
programmes. The impact is especially acute for organizations
working in frontline, de-occupied, or rural areas, and those
serving marginalised groups such as displaced women,
survivors of violence, or women with disabilities. The funding
gap undermines years of progress in advancing gender
equality and women’s leadership in humanitarian response,
recovery, and peacebuilding.

The assessment underscores the importance of donor
continuity, the need for multi-year and core funding, and the
urgency of engaging other international donors to ensure
that the women's movement in Ukraine can continue playing
its vital role in crisis response and inclusive recovery. It calls
for strategic investment in WROs as essential partners for
building resilience, accountability, and democratic
governance in wartime and beyond.

The full-
scale war has exacerbated these disparities, increasing care
burdens and economic precarity among women, while also
intensifying stress for energy sector workers.

Despite these challenges, the report identifies positive
trends: growing female leadership in the sector, the
establishment of gender focal points in the Ministry of
Energy, and corporate efforts by state-owned enterprises like
Ukrenergo and Ukrhydroenergo to implement gender-
sensitive policies. The report also presents a SWOT analysis
and comprehensive policy recommendations, including
promoting women’s participation in green recovery,
addressing the gendered impact of the war, closing the pay
gap, and challenging stereotypes in education and
employment.

Key findings indicate a general acknowledgment among
military personnel of the importance of supporting service
members in balancing family and professional duties.
However, challenges remain in fully implementing these
principles, as evidenced by varying perceptions between
male and female service members regarding the adequacy of
existing support structures and the equitable distribution of
family responsibilities.

The Fourth Rapid Damage and Needs Assessment (RDNA4),
jointly conducted by the Government of Ukraine, the World
Bank Group, the European Commission, and the United
Nations, evaluates the extensive impacts of Russia's full-scale
invasion from February 24, 2022, to December 31, 2024. The
report estimates that Ukraine requires $524 billion for
reconstruction and recovery over the next decade, reflecting
an 8% increase from previous assessments. Direct damages
have reached $176 billion, significantly affecting sectors such
as housing, energy, transport, commerce, industry, and
education. Beyond quantifiable losses, the RDNA4 provides a
qualitative analysis of the profound alterations to the lives of
Ukrainians since the onset of the conflict.

Gender-Specific Impacts: The RDNA4 underscores the
disproportionate effects of the conflict on women and men,
emphasizing the exacerbation of pre-existing gender
inequalities. Women have faced increased caregiving
responsibilities due to the displacement of family members
and the loss of social support networks. Additionally, there
has been a notable rise in gender-based violence, with
access to protective services severely hindered by ongoing
hostilities and damaged infrastructure.

Economically, women have experienced higher
unemployment rates as sectors with significant female
employment, such as education and healthcare, have been

The
survey reveals that 64% of Ukrainians are satisfied with
gender equality in the country, an increase from 54% in
2020. Notably, adolescents aged 16-19 are less satisfied, with
31% expressing dissatisfaction, particularly among girls.

The study also indicates a shift towards more equitable
contributions by women to family finances and household
duties compared to data from February 2022. Couples
reporting equal sharing of financial and domestic
responsibilities tend to have higher relationship satisfaction.
Additionally, there is an overall increase in satisfaction with
partnerships and sexual life over the past three years,
potentially influenced by improved gender equality and the
search for comfort in relationships during wartime. Despite
these positive trends, women report lower satisfaction with
partnerships, likely due to persistent gender inequalities,
though satisfaction with sexual life is comparable between
genders.

These findings underscore the evolving perceptions of
gender roles in Ukraine and highlight areas where further
progress is needed to achieve true equality.

onset of Russia’s full-scale invasion in February 2022. Based
on over 1,100 survey responses from all regions of Ukraine
and nearly 70 in-depth interviews and focus group
discussions, the study captures both the immediate and
long-term consequences of war on safety, well-being, and
access to essential services. The research is disaggregated by
gender, age, place of residence (urban/rural, frontline,
occupied, de-occupied, and relatively safe areas), disability
status, and displacement, offering a nuanced understanding
of how different social groups are affected.

The findings reveal a significant gender gap in security
perceptions and actual threats, with women more often
reporting fear, stress, and lack of access to shelters and safe
spaces, while men are more likely to experience forced
mobilization or targeted violence. The study also documents
disparities in access to housing, employment, health care,
and education, as well as unequal participation in decision-
making on community recovery and safety measures. Special
attention is given to the voices of marginalized groups,
including people with disabilities, older persons, and ethnic
minorities, whose specific needs are often overlooked in
recovery planning.

The report concludes with concrete recommendations for
integrating gender-responsive and inclusive approaches into
Ukraine’s post-conflict recovery policies. It calls for better
access to services and protection for all groups, more
equitable resource distribution, and meaningful involvement
of women and men from diverse backgrounds in decision-
making processes at national and local levels. The findings
serve as a critical evidence base to inform humanitarian,
recovery, and development programming in Ukraine

Feminist
Movement of
Ukraine in the
Mirror: Results
of the 2024 Self-
Assessment

This report presents the findings of the 2024 self-assessment
of the feminist movement in Ukraine, conducted between
February 21 and March 15, 2024. Utilizing the Movement
Capacity Assessment Tool (MCAT) developed by the Global
Women's Fund, the assessment gathered 206 responses
from 171 organizations and 28 individual activists.
Participants' experience levels varied, with 46% having up to
5 years, 25% between 6-10 years, and 30% over 10 years in
the movement. The survey revealed that 40% of respondents
perceive the movement as having reached maturity, a
significant progression from earlier stages of development.
Key areas of focus for participating organizations include
Women, Peace, and Security (31%), women's leadership and
decision-making participation (22%), and combating gender-
based violence (17%). The report also highlights prevalent
roles within the movement, such as raising public awareness
(56%), service provision (28%), leadership development
(28%), and advocacy (26%). These insights offer a
comprehensive understanding of the current state,
strengths, and challenges of the feminist movement in
Ukraine, informing strategic planning and future initiatives.

This analytical report presents the findings of a public
opinion survey conducted in March 2024, focusing on
perceptions and awareness of gender-based and domestic
violence in Ukraine. The study reveals that while the majority
of respondents can identify forms of psychological,
economic, and sexual violence, there is a tendency to
misinterpret unhealthy relationship behaviours, such as
excessive jealousy, as normal. Additionally, most participants
deem sexual and physical violence unacceptable and do not
justify the perpetrator or blame the victim. When witnessing
violence against strangers, the prevalent response is to
involve law enforcement, though non-intervention is more
common when the perpetrator is female and the victim is
male.

The report also highlights that in cases where a close person
is a victim, individuals prefer personal conversations to
address the issue. Common reasons for non-intervention
include fear for personal safety and reluctance to interfere in
others' affairs. Notably, men are more likely to justify abusers
or fail to recognize violent situations, except when the victim
is male. Despite these challenges, there is a general
willingness among respondents to participate in initiatives
aimed at preventing domestic violence, particularly in
developing relevant projects.

This analytical report presents the findings of a nationwide
telephone survey conducted from February 27 to March 15,
2024, by the Kyiv International Institute of Sociology (KIIS) in
collaboration with the National Democratic Institute (NDI),
the Office of the Vice Prime Minister for European and Euro-
Atlantic Integration, and the Government Commissioner for
Gender Policy, with support from Sweden. The study aimed
to assess public perceptions of gender equality in Ukraine,
exploring associations with concepts like equality, gender,
and feminism, and evaluating the perceived importance of
gender equality among citizens.

The survey also examined public opinions on women's
involvement in various societal roles during wartime,
including volunteering, defence, and political activities, as
well as attitudes toward men's participation in child-rearing.
Additionally, it investigated perceptions of workplace gender
equality, encompassing treatment, pay equity, and access to
leadership positions. The findings provide valuable insights
for policymakers and organizations working to promote
gender equality and inform strategies to address existing
challenges in Ukrainian society.

The Effectiveness
of the Policy of
Supporting
Internally
Displaced
Women'’s
Economic
Activity as a
Component of
Ukraine’s Early
Recovery

This publication analyses the effectiveness of national and
international policies aimed at supporting the economic
activity of internally displaced women (IDW) in Ukraine as
part of early recovery efforts. Conducted by the NGO
“SocioConsulting Analytical Centre,” the study employs both
quantitative and qualitative methods, including a survey of
500 IDW and in-depth interviews. The research reveals major
challenges IDW face in accessing decent employment or
starting businesses, such as lack of job opportunities, low
pay, and systemic barriers in state employment services.
While many initiatives exist, they are often general in nature
and fail to address the specific needs of displaced women.

The study finds that entrepreneurial activities are often not a
choice but a necessity for many IDW, driven by limited job
availability and inadequate support services. While
international donor-funded grants have played a crucial role
in enabling some women to relaunch or start businesses,
many continue to face financial insecurity and exclusion from
sustainable employment. The report provides practical
recommendations for improving policy and programme
design to ensure more inclusive and effective support for
displaced women in rebuilding their economic lives and
contributing to Ukraine’s recovery.
