Expressions of interest

The Ministry of Energy and Coal Industry of Ukraine with the support of the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (“IBRD”) in the frames of the Second Power Transmission Project (“Project”) intends to engage the consulting services.

The consulting services (“the Services”) include Independent Administrator services on EITI Report for 2017 preparation in the scope of services in accordance with the TOR and the EITI Standard (edition of 2016). The Services will include the following tasks:
· produce a scoping study on the oil, gas and mining sectors to identify  the scope of the 2017 EITI Report;
· provide advisory services to reporting agencies and companies on completing the required disclosure forms;
· produce an EITI Report for 2017 in accordance with the EITI Standard and the TOR. 

The expected period of the services delivery is – up to the 1st of December 2018.

The Ministry of Energy and Coal Industry of Ukraine (“the Client”) now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services (in Ukrainian or English). Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.). 

The short listing criteria are as follows:

· Experience in carrying out consultancy services in the oil and gas/ mining sectors (at least 3 completed consultancy contracts during the last 5 years).

· Expertise in accounting/auditing/financial analysis (at least 3 completed contracts during the last 5 years).

· The consultant must have not less than twenty employees over the past three years who provide consultancy services and are engaged for the full-time period.

· At least ten full-time employees who worked at the firm during the last three years must have qualification certificates issued by organizations that are members of the International Federation of Accountants (IFAC), namely the Association of Charted Certified Accountants (ACCA), the American institute of certified public accountants (AICPA), the Institute of Charted accountants in England and Wales (ICAEW).

The attention of interested Consultants is especially drawn to additional Consultants qualification requirements, which meet the specifics of the assignment and will be considered as a preference:

· Previous experience in EITI reporting, especially in the countries with transitional economy (at the moment of the services rendering) including preparation of the full EITI reports (context and financial parts).

· Experience in carrying out consultancy services in the oil and gas/ mining sectors (more than 3 completed consultancy contracts during the last 5 years) including in Ukraine.

· Expertise in accounting/auditing/financial analysis (more than 3 completed contracts during the last 5 years).

· Availability of employees working on a full-time basis that have direct experience in preparing EITI reporting, in particular experienced in working with extractive enterprises in Ukraine, and speak Ukrainian.

· Availability more than ten full-time employees who worked at the firm during the last three years must have qualification certificates issued by organizations that are members of the International Federation of Accountants (IFAC), namely the Association of Charted Certified Accountants (ACCA), the American institute of certified public accountants (AICPA), the Institute of Charted accountants in England and Wales (ICAEW).

The Consultants have to take into consideration the following aspects of the information preparation and presentation:
· information concerning the previous experience in EITI reporting should describe the Consultant’s role in the reports preparation;
· information concerning the Consultant’s employees having direct experience in preparing EITI reporting should include the list of such employees with indication their experience in particular reports and their role in the assignments as well as other relevant qualification information;
· information concerning the experience in carrying out consultancy services in the oil and gas/ mining sectors as well as in accounting/auditing/financial analysis should describe the Consultant’s most recent experience but not less than for 3 last years. It is desirable to describe such experience in Ukraine and\or other countries with the similar economy and politic conditions and indicate the level of complexity of the assignments;

· information about the availability of employees with appropriate certificates should include the list of such employees with the indication of certificates and the dates of its issuing and the dates of commencing the work for the Consultant on the full-day basis.
The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants by World Bank Borrowers, dated January 2011 as last amended on July 2014 (“Consultant Guidelines”), setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.
Consultants may associate with other firms to enhance their qualifications.

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the “Consultants Qualification Selection” (CQS) method set out in the Consultant Guidelines.
